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FRIENDLY REMINDERS:

· Please be sure when submitting your email appointment request that you put the correct days and dates you are requesting. There is NO FRIDAY visiting. There will be no Labor Day visit. These are permanent changes from CDCR. 

· Bring the printed copy of your appointment confirmation with you when you visit in case your name is left off the list. This serves as proof and you will be allowed to enter with it. 
· Original birth certificates for minors must be presented each time they visit.
· Purchase photo ducats in the Processing Center before going into visiting rooms.

· Please be sure no pennies are mixed in with your coins that you are bringing into visiting.  
· Visitors cannot be on the grounds before 7:30am Saturdays and Sundays.

· If your visit is terminated due to overcrowding, please exit the visiting room quickly to make room for other visitors waiting to come in.
· Please do not save tables or chairs for visitors in the visiting room.  Your visit could be terminated for doing so.

· Keep restrooms clean. This reflects poorly on all of us as the visitors when they are unnecessarily dirty.
· Donation form must accompany any donated item. They are available in the Processing Center or from the IFC website, www.ifc-solano.org 
MEDICAL INFORMATION
It is extremely important that inmates fill out a medical release form that allows the prison to communicate with a loved one if there is a medical issues. Without the form, the medical staff cannot give out any information.  Inmates can get the forms at the clinic. All calls at CSP Solano regarding health care have to go through the ROI Access line (707) 454-3497.  Calls should be returned within 2 business days.

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                          WARDEN'S NEWS And AB109 Update


Warden Gary Swarthout states AB 109 continues to be  the major news. This is Gov. Jerry Brown's realignment plan.  There is a lot of misinformation out there and hopefully we can shed a bit of light on it. 


Inmates that are now incarcerated will NOT be sent back to county jails to complete their sentences. AB109 affects those who will be coming into the system after October 1, 2011. Who does it affect?  The population that will be spending time at the local level instead of state prison are the non, non, non's which means: non serious, non violent, and non sexual crimes.  


 Most parole violators will not be sent back to state prison for violations but will be under the sphere of the local county overseeing their parole.  


 AB109 is not about early releases, but rather it is a realignment plan.  AB109 implementation is evolving and things are changing daily.





How does this affect C.S.P. Solano and your loved one?  


Solano will see the transfer of some inmates to San Quentin and DVI  


by the end of the year. The exact number and criteria has not yet been decided. 


There will be a reduction in staff. Solano could lose a significant  


number of staff which includes correctional officers and free staff. 


 With the loss of staff, there will be even more cuts in programs.


While this does not answer the many questions you may have, hopefully it sheds a bit of light on the situation.�

                   WISH TO SPEAK WITH THE VISITING LIEUTENANT?


It is sometimes very hard to speak directly with Lt. Richardson, the Visiting Lieutenant. Lt. Richardson cannot answer every call directly. During the 5 day workweek, he has his 2 days off since he works weekends, is often redirected to cover shortages in other positions in the institution, and has training he must attend. The office staff has been directed to take messages and relay to Lt Richardson anything they cannot solve.

                        VISITORS COMING FROM OTHER COUNTRIES


Those visitors from out of the country who apply to visit with a passport will be approved if they pass the criminal check. 


Visitors from Mexico:


No new applications will be approved if the applicant is using a MCAS card as the form of ID.  If the visitor has already been approved based upon the MCAS card, once the visiting staff has their next contact with the visitor, they will be directed that they have 60 days to obtain approved identification and submit a new visiting application. If they fail to do so, they will no longer be approved to visit after the 60 day grace period expires. During the 60 day period they will be allowed to continue visiting.
