Beginning October 31, visitors may wear additional outer wear.  Visitors may wear a hat, gloves, scarf, a light sweater or jacket in addition to the outer coat.  Please remember to remove hats and gloves in the visiting room.

MEDICAL INFORMATION
It is extremely important that inmates fill out a medical release form that allows the prison to communicate with a loved one if there is a medical issues. Without the form, the medical staff cannot give out any information.  Inmates can get the forms at the clinic. All calls at CSP Solano regarding health care have to go through the ROI Access line (707) 454-3497.  Calls should be returned within 2 business days.

Recently the IFC met with medical staff to gather information during a Q&A Session on the ROI.

Release of information (ROI) form :

The inmate can request the CDCR 7385 (Authorization for Release of Health Care Information) from institutional medical staff.  Upon completing the form, they may return it to the Medical Records Department either by u-save-‘em, or in person by submitting the GA-22 (Inmate Request for Interview).  The Medical Records department would prefer that the inmates submit a form requesting an appointment.  By submitting the GA-22, this allows the Records staff to insure that the form is filled out correctly, and scanned into their e-UHR.

We ask if the ROI can be date stamped:

The Medical Records department does not date stamp the CDCR 7385.  However, when an Inmate meets with the Records Staff, the staff will ask the inmate if he would like a copy of the completed ROI.  This is given to him at no cost at that time.  Any additional copies will be charged for.

How is the information regarding the ROI form disseminated to prisoners?

The Inmate Peer Health Education Team did several one-on-one sessions throughout the inmate community as well as a taped video message was played over the Net-work TV.  Additionally, Ms. Lavergne, during last year’s health fair had a booth with the ROI instructions and forms to hand out, she also gave a speech to inmates who came by also. And, also gave info on the Advance Directive

If a family members/friend wants to verify that they are on the ROI with whom do they speak to (name and phone number). 

Family and friends inquiring about significant changes in an inmate-patient health care status will now be required to cal the SOL Release of Information (ROI) Access line @ 707.454.3497.   Please listen to the out-going message completely.  

Last but not least if an authorized person on the ROI wants to speak to the doctor regarding the prisoner what is the procedure
